In 2019, “Jewel” opened at Changi. It is a $1.3 billion
lifestyle hub for travellers and locals alike[1]. Jewel
follows Singapore’s goal of being a city in a

garden with its own forest covering 5 floors. At its
heart, the world’s largest indoor waterfall with its 130ft
drop. There are also world class restaurants, cinemas
including IMAX and luxury shopping to experience.
You can now also drop off your luggage up to 24 hours
in advance allowing you to enjoy all that Jewel has to

offer without the hassle of having to take your
suitcase wherever you go.
